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Understanding Al
you give to an Al tool to direct it
Prompts serve as instructions that guide an Al's
response, shaping how it generates output.

Al models act as advanced predictive text

responses based on the input provided.

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Clear, detailed prompts result in better Al responses

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Core Principles
of Prompting

0%
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Clarity and Specificity

Start with clear, specific instructions to guide Al effectively and achieve
desired results consistently.

Context

Share relevant background so Al understands goals, leading to better
responses and tailored outputs.

Constraints

Define boundaries and format to control Al's output, ensuring responses
meet requirements.

Iterative Refinement

Refine prompts based on results, using step-by-step reasoning for
improved Al answers.




Understanding Al's
Limitations

Al Hallucinations

When Al gives an answer that sounds right but is incorrect, outdated,
or made up.

Pattern-Matching Responses

Unlike search engines, Al uses pattern-matching to generate text
without accessing or verifying real-time information.

Always Verify Al Results

It is essential to evaluate Al outputs critically, as they may seem
accurate but can be misleading or incorrect.

. Tip: Ask Al to reference the sources or explain it's reasoning to more
easily verify information
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Context Engineering

Think of Al as a New Team Member

Imagine Al as a hew employee.]jgining your team. Like any new
hire, Al can only perform well if it has access to the right
information, clear instructions, and ongoing feedback.

« Sometimes one of the options is something you
hadn’t thought of
“Show your work”

* Most LLMs will explain how they ‘figured it out’
which is itself just predictive/generative as the
LLM doesn’t “know” how it “figures” anything out.

TIpS & Tricks to - Have Al help you create a prompt for a
Try' specific tool
) « Major improvement in responses due to
the LLM knowing how best to prompt
itself (most of the time)

“Ask Clarifying Questions”
* More flexible than ‘ask me 5 questions’

“Turn huge tasks into smaller tasks”
- Try asking for an outline of a document

* In the same conversation prompt
separately to create each section
